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Jury Process - a panel discussion with 3 

experienced jurors: 

George Anthonisen, Christine McHugh and Scott 

Cameron 

 

(Note: the responses below are noted as 

G=George, C=Christine, S=Scott) 

 

What criteria do you use to evaluate art? 

S - visual strength, framing, finish, & attention to 

detail 

S - relevance to the theme of the show 

S - looks for quality & excellence, visual strength, 

framing (if shown), finish, painterly qualities (for 

paintings) 

G - first looks for works that "jumps out", dramatic 

but not sensational 

G - we as artists should decide if we want to 

submit to a show based on the show quality, 

theme and background of the judges 

S - Jury process is easier if jurors establish a 

rating system (1 to 10) for each of the agreed 

upon show criteria and artwork standards 

C - First looks at the composition - must engage 

the viewer for a duration, color value, getting their 

message across, surety of the medium 

C - Execution time is not important. A work with 

more paint or more time to create does not make 

it better. 

C - enter your best work, do NOT select work 

based on judges background 

C - do not enter work where you tried to copy the 

judge's style 

S - Themed shows are easier to judge 

 

What qualities distinguish a piece as an award 

winner? 

C - not a "formula" work. Looks for an engaging 

story & passion 

G - work that displays a similar value structure as 

his own work 

G - good design - you want to revisit the artwork 

S - judging should be objective first, then 

subjective second 

S - excellent craftsmanship, visual excitement, 

GOOD framing 

C - be honest with quality & level of the show 

 

Preference with judging digital versus actual? 

All - all judges prefer judging work in front of them 

rather than digital images but this is impractical 

with large shows that have submissions from a 

wide geographical area 

C - awards are usually selected after the show is 

hung rather than the digital submissions 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Do you accept art proportionally across the 

submitted types/categories of work? 

(i.e. If 85% of the submitted works are 

watercolors, are 85% of the accepted works 

watercolors?) 

All - No. You look for quality & excellence 

regardless of the artwork type 

 

What makes award-winning work? 

The mark of the artist comes through the work 

Any tips on submitting & presenting your 

artwork? 

S - Good photography of the artwork 

G - Sculptures should have multiple views with 

some close-ups 

C - Quality Framing - good corners, no damages, 

high quality 

C - Not fancy framing. Framing should be "quiet" 

so it does not complete with the artwork. 

G - Most shows require the sculptor to supply the 

pedestal. It is the piece's "Frame" 

S - Read the prospectus carefully for all 

requirements and limitations. 

 

Does size of the artwork matter? 

All - No, small works are judged the same as 

larger works 

All - Check for any size limits in the show 

prospectus 

 

Is it difficult to judge a show outside your own 

genre, style or medium? 

All - A judge should be open to and enjoy all types 

of artwork.  

All - The principles of good art apply to all types. 

All - No. You do not have experience creating in 

that genre, style or medium. 

 

Importance of title? 

All - Disregard title, only the image matters 

 

Are jurors influenced by the business needs (sell-

ability of the artwork) of the Gallery or 

Group sponsoring the show? 

All - no, judge for the best work 

(Note: at the end of the meeting Christine said 

that some shows were concerned with work that 

were priced too high and therefore unsaleable) 

 

 

Other comments: 

- Being selected as a juror is an honor. 

- Jurors usually get paid but not always 

- Always reach for higher goals 

- Experiment! It opens doors and broadens your 

skills and toolset
